1. The maximum deposit in any one year on which interest is payable is Rs. 4,000 ; the
maximum amount on which interest is payable that a depositor may have to his credit, is
Rs. 10,000.

Interest paid on deposits is exempt from income tax.

2. The maximum deposit, in any one year on which interest is payable is Rs. 8,000 ; the
maximum amount on which interest is payable that a depositor may have to his credit is
Rs. 12,000. Approved societies may deposit Rs. 6,000 per annum up to a maximum holding
of Rs. 20,000.

Lends money on security of house properties situated within municipal limits and certain
specified urban areas of Ceylon. Minimum loan granted is Rs. 2,000.

Interest paid on deposits is exempt from income tax.

3. The ten-year certificate carries a return ranging from 2-49, (simple) if encashed at
the end of the first year, and 59, (simple) if held until maturity.

The maximum holding of ten-year certificates is Rs. 12,750 at purchase price, for individuals
and Rs. 25,000 at purchase price, for recognised associations or approved savings groups.

Interest accruing on savings certificates is exempt from income tax.

4. The Bank borrows mainly through the issue of debentures and to some’extent in over-
drafts from commercial banks and advances from the Government. The borrowing rate given
in the table above is the weighted average rate on the debentures issued in 1957

Lends money on the security of freehold property in any part of Ceylon.

5. Advances from the treasury have so far been the sole source of funds.

Loans are granted on first mortgages of immovable property. Movable property such as
plant and machinery are also accepted as security provided that they are permanently installed
in a building. In the case of movable property the freehold of the land and building is also

subject to the mortgage. Leasehold properties may also be accepted provided the lessor’s title
is valid and the unexpired period of the lease is not less tha 25 years.
