figures of required reserves on the basis of deposit liabilities of commercial banks as on the
last working day of each month or year. The required reserves are computed weekly every
Friday on the basis of deposit liabilities as on the previous Wednesday. Figures so computed
are applicable until the next Thursday. Beginning this Report the series of figures of
required reserves have been revised to show the computation on the above basis.

(v) Pursuant to regulations under section 92 of the Monetary Law Act No. 58 of 1949 commercial

banks are now required to maintain with the Central Bank cash reserves amounting
to 12 per cent of their demand deposits and 5 per cent of their time and savings deposits
and special reserves of 38 per cent against any increase in their demand deposits over the
level of such deposits as at the close of business on February 1, 1961. Special reserves are
effective from February 10, 1961. Between September 11, 1953 and August 26, 1960, the

This revision of the data on external assets has been made for the following reasons.

The above statistics are consistent with data published in the Annual Reports and Bulletins on international
reserves and foreign balances of the Central Bank and commercial banks, respectively, as shown in the balance
sheets of these institutions and in the statement of Ceylon’s international transactions.

The above presentation conformus as far as possible to international practice as followed by the International Mone-
tary Fund in their Balance of Payments Year Books and International Financial Statistics.

The present series is more comprehensive than the hitherto published statistics as it includes balances due to Ceylon
under payments agreements, export bills purchased and discounted by commercial banks and foreign currency
notes and coins held by the banking system, all of which were not reflected in the previous presentation.

Includes War Loan re-lent to U.K. Government, less the part held by the Currency Board/Central Bank. Figures
upto 1952 agree with previously published statistics, Any difference thereafter is due to the inclusion of balances
due to Ceylon under payments agreement with China. Except for these balances, which are recorded according to
local records, the basis of valuation throughout is at face value according to records abroad.

The assets of the Currency Board were transferred to the Central Bank on August 28, 1950. Figures upto 1949 are
as previously published, based on local records at mid-market valuation. Thereafter the figures are as published
under Intemational Reserve in the balance sheet of the Central Bank (see Table 5)*.

The sharp movements in the figures of foreign exchange holdings of commercial banks during this period are due

to the bank strike. During the strike export earnings were taken credit for by the banks in their Jocal books, whereas

payments for imports were in many cases recorded only after the termination of the strike in late March. This is

the reason for the sharp increase in commercial banks’ holdings upto March, and the subsequent sharp decline in

April. The April decline was also due to the large sales of foreign exchange by commercial banks to the Central Bank

during the month,
