(a) This Table covers all the items of revenue and expenditure that enter into the computation 
of the net cash surplus/deficit. 

(b) The actual figures of revenue from 1961/62 onwards differ from the published figures in 
the Government Accounts due to the following adjustments. 

(1) Inclusion of receipts from the National Development Tax viz. Rs. 18-6 million, 
Rs. 17-5 million, Rs. 2-9 million, Rs. 1-1 million, Rs. 0 5 million, Rs. 0-2 million, 
Rs. 0-1 million andRs 0-2 million in 1961/62, 1962/63, 1963/64, 1964/65, 1965/66, 
1966/67, 1967/68 and 1970/71 respectively. 

(2) Exclusion of transfers to revenue of Rs. 20-6 million from the National Flood Relief 
Fund in 1961/62, a book credit of Rs. 26>8 million from the Food Commissioner
