Commercial banks are required to maintain special reserves under a reserve tranche system
against increase in derosits over the level as at 14 November 1984. Reserves in raspect
each tranche are as follows: upto 3%—nil: over 3% and unto 6%—5%, of increase; 6%
and upto 169, —10%; of of increase : over 10%—15%, of increase.

Pursuant to regulations under section 10c, 93,94, 96, & 97 of the Monetary Law Act
(Chapter 422) commercial banks are required to maintain with the Central Bank cash
reserves amounting to 16 per cent of their demand deposits and 8 per cent of their tims and
savings deposits. With effect from 16th December, 1983, commarcial banks were required
1o maintain reserves amounting to 16 per cent of the total unused balances of overdrafts
allowed by them. Banks are also required to maintain reserves amounting to 10
per cent of their special deposits accepted in terms of section 69 (A)(2) (b) of the
Inland Revenue Act No. 4 of 1963, as amended by Act No. 18 of 1965. With effect from
10th February 1961 commercial Banks (except People’s Bank) wers required to maintain
special reserves of 38 per cent against any increase in their demand deposits over the level
of such deposits as at the close of business on Ist, February 1961. With effect from 18th
June, 1965. People’s Bank was required to maintain special reserves of 28 per cent against
any increase in demand deposits, above the level as at close of business on 9th June, 1965.
With effect from 7th April. 1975, commercial Banks were no longer required to maintain
special reserves. Between 26th, August 1960 and 19th, Jun> 1981, the ‘statutory reserves’
were 12 per cent of demand deposits and 5 per cent of time and savings deposits. Between
19th June. 1981 and 2nd, December, 1983 the “‘statutory reserves” were 14 per cent of
demand deposits and 6 per cent of time and savings deposits-
