In March, 1983, the bank rate was 
brought down to 13 per cent and the penal rate was fixed at 20 per cent. With effect from 23rd November, 
1983 the practice of granting penal rate advances to Commercial banks was discontinued. With effect 
from 30th December, 1985 the Central Bank reduced the lending rates on its advances to 11 per cent. 
With effect from 7th August, 1987 the Central Bank reduced the lending rates on the advances to 10 per 
cent. This rate was raised to 14 percent with effect from June, 1989.
