Commercial banks are required to maintain special reserves under a reserve tranche system againstincrease in deposits
over the level as at 14th November 1984. Reserves in respect of each tranche are as follows.

Over 6% up to 10%-10% of the increase, Over 10%-15% of the increase.

This requirement was terminated with effect from 28th February 1986.

Under Sections 10c, 93, 94, 96 and 97 of the Monetary Law Act (Chapter 422) Commercial banks are required to maintain
reserves with Central Bank and the ratios so maintained shall not be less than 5 per centum or more than 20 per centum

in the case of time and savings deposits and shall not be less than 10 per centum or more than 40 per centum in the
case of demand deposits and unused balances of overdrafts allowed.

With effect from 9th August 1985, the reserves required to be held by the Commercial banks in respect of time and
savings deposits were to take the form of rupee deposits in the Central Bank provided that not exceeding one eighth
of such reserves may take the form of bonds issued by the Development Finance Corporation of Ceylon (DFCC)
and held by such banks as an asset. With effect from 26th February, 1988 the reserves required to be held by the
Commercial banks were to take the form of rupee deposits in the Central Bank provided that an amount not
exceeding one-tenth of its required reserves in respect of the total of time and savings deposits may take the form of
bonds issued by the DFCC and held by such banks as an asset.

With effect from 16th September, 1988 the amount of reserves that can be maintained in the form of Treasury
Bills was increased to 5 per cent of the total deposits. With effect from 11th January 1991 the amount of reserves
that can be maintained in the form of treasury bills was withdrawn.

With effect from 24th January, 1992, an amount of till cash over and above two per centum of the total of deposits
liabilities but not exceeding four per centum may be maintained as a part of required reserves in the from of Sri
Lanka currency notes and coins.

With effect from 23rd November, 1983 the practice of granting penal rate advances to commercial
banks was discontinued. With etfect from 30th December, 1985 the Central Bank reduced the lending rates on its
advances to 11 per cent. A further reduction, to 10 per cent, was made with effect from 7th August 1987. The
Central Bank increased the lending rate on advances to 14 per cent with effect from 15th June, 1989. The rate was
increased again to 15 per cent, with effect from 6th July, 1990 and to 17 per cent with effect from 4th January,
1991.
