The table gives a range of the maximum and minimum fees and commissions which are based on the information provided by
commercial banks. These charges, which do not change very frequently, are published semi-annually to enable the public to negotiate best terms. These fees and commissions could be different when services

and products are provided as a package.

(2) These are standard charges of commercial banks. However, charges for some specific products could include charges payable to banks abroad. For example, banks in Sri Lanka may include in their charge fees
payable to banks abroad such as for adding confirmation to Letters of Credit, and for correction of discrepancies.

(3) Inthe case of Documentary Credits, the charges for transmission outward from Sri Lanka would differ, depending on the mode of transmission used.

(4) Loan application processing fees vary according to the loan amount.
