Weekly AWPR for the week ending 21 December 2018 remain unchanged at 11.93% compared to the 
previous week.     

During the year up to 21 December 2018 the Sri Lanka rupee depreciated against the US dollar (15.5 per 
cent). Given the cross currency exchange rate movements, the Sri Lanka rupee depreciated against the 
euro (11.9 per cent), the pound sterling (10.2 per cent), the Japanese yen (16.6 per cent) and the Indian 
rupee (7.7 per cent) during this period. 

By 21 December 2018, the All Share Price Index (ASPI) decreased by 0.94% to 6,005.7 points and the S&P SL 20 
Index decreased by 1.31 to 3,108.2 points, compared to the previous week.          

The total outstanding market liquidity  decreased to a deficit of Rs. 176.429  bn by end of the week, 
compared to a deficit of Rs. 168.990 bn by the end of last week.  

The reserve money increased compared to the previous week mainly due to increase in currnecy in 
circulation and deposits held by the commercial banks. 

The GDP grew by 2.9 per cent in real terms in 2018 Q3, mainly attributable to 3.9 per cent growth in Services 
activities, 1.9 per cent growth in Industry activities and 3.3 per cent growth in Agriculture activities in value 
added terms. 

During the period, crude oil prices largely followed a declining trend. Prices fell due to the increase in US 
crude inventories, expected oversupply and slowing global economic growth. At the end of the period crude 
oil prices fell to the lowest levels since mid September 2017 as the stock markets fell with the US interest rate 
hike. Overall, both Brent and WTI prices fell by US$ 5.0 per barrel and US$ 4.7 per barrel, respectively, within the 
period. 

The year-on-year NCPI headline inflation increased to 1.0 per cent in November 2018 from 0.1 per cent 
October 2018. The change in the NCPI measured on an annual average basis decreased to 2.7 per cent in 
November 2018 from 3.3 per cent in October 2018. The month on month change of the NCPI increased by 
2.2 per cent in November 2018 mainly due to increase in the prices of the items in the Food category. The 
NCPI Core inflation decreased to 3.1 per cent in November 2018 from 3.4 per cent in October 2018 on year-
on-year basis. 

Broad money (M2b) expanded by 13.5 %, on a year-on-year basis, in October 2018.
