Highlights of the Week 

During the year up to 6th September 2019 the Sri Lanka rupee appreciated against the US

dollar (1.2 per cent). Given the cross currency exchange rate movements, the Sri Lanka

rupee appreciated against the pound sterling (4.1 per cent), the euro (4.8 per cent) and the

Indian rupee (4.0 per cent) while depreciated againstJapanese yen (1.9 per cent) during

this period.

The total outstanding market liquidity was a deficit of Rs. 22.620 bn by end of the week,

compared to a deficit of Rs. 24.237 bn by the end of last week.

The reserve money increased compared to the previous week mainly due to the increase in

currency in circulation and deposits held by the commercial banks with the Central Bank.

During the period, crude oil prices showed a mixed performance. At the beginning of the

period, prices decreased due to signs of slowing global economic growth amid the U.S. -

China trade war. However, end of the week prices showed a siginificant increase because

of the sharp drawdown in U.S. crude stockpiles. Overall, Brent and WTI prices increased by

US$ 2.1 per barrel and US$ 1.5 per barrel respectively, within the period.

By 6th September 2019, the All Share Price Index (ASPI) decreased by 1.55 per cent to 5,798.6

points and the S&P SL 20 Index decreased by 3.12 per cent to 2,817.8 points, compared to

the previous week.

Weekly AWPR for the week ending 6th September 2019 decreased by 6 bps to 10.60 per cent

compared to the previous week.

India, China, UK, Germany and France were the top five sources of tourist arrivals,

accounting for 49.6 per cent of total tourist arrivals upto the month of August 2019.

The gross official reserves were estimated at US dollars 8,532.6 million as at 30th August 2019.
