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Highlights of the Week
B Real Sector

During the period under review (02.04.2021 to 09.04.2021), crude oil prices showed a mixed performance. Earlier in
the week, prices declined due to delays in reopening of Europe. Subsequently, prices increased marginally, mainly
owing to weaker dollar and expectations that global oil inventories will continue to fall as demand accelerates.
Overall, Brent and WTI prices fell by US dollars 1.12 per barrel and US dollars 1.29 per barrel, respectively, during the
period.

B» Monetary Sector

On 08t April 2021, the Central Bank decided to maintain the Standing Deposit Facility Rate (SDFR) and the
Standing Lending Facility Rate (SLFR) at their current levels of 4.50 per cent and 5.50 per cent, respectively.

Weekly AWPR for the week ending 09t April 2021 decreased by 35 bps to 5.43 per cent compared to the previous
week.

The reserve money increased compared to the previous week mainly due to the increase in currency in circulation.

The total outstanding market liquidity was a surplus of Rs. 106.768 bn by the end of this week, compared to a surplus
of Rs. 86.334 bn by the end of last week.

By 09™ April 2021, the All Share Price Index (ASPI) increased by 3.68 per cent to 7,458.27 points and the S&P SL 20
Index increased by 5.33 per cent fo 3,020.57 pointfs, compared to the index values of last week.

B» External Sector

During the year up to 09t April 2021 the Sri Lankan rupee depreciated against the US dollar (6.7 per cent). Given

the cross currency exchange rate movements, the Sri Lankan rupee depreciated against the pound sterling (7.4

per cent), the Indian rupee (4.9 per cent), the Euro (3.6 per cent) and the Japanese yen (1.1 per cent) during this
period.
